The Monsignor AL SCHWARTZ MEMORIAL CENTER
(MASMC) houses the memorabilia of the Servant of
God, Msgr. Aloysius Schwartz, founder of the
Religious Congregations of the Sisters of Mary and
the Brothers of Christ, who now continue his charism
of serving the poorest of the poor in the name of
Christ in the Philippines, Korea, Mexico, Guatemala,
Brazil and Honduras.
